NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on November 12, 2025, the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles, received a petition for variance from Max Ring, requesting a variance from the provisions of Rule 15A-10.034, FAC, which require clients of DUI Special Supervision Services (SSS) to report in person for individual supervision. Petitioner claims he relocated to Alaska in 2021 and, following initial intake for SSS, for which he agrees to appear in person, he alternatively seeks to report thereafter for individual supervision by remote means, such as teleconference, videoconference, or other approved means. Petitioner cites the costs and logistical challenges of traveling to Florida for individual supervision as substantial financial and logistical hardships justifying the variance sought. Any interested person or other agency may submit written comments on the petition within 14 days after publication of this notice.
