NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Construction Industry Licensing Board has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Tatiana Elena Santos Ruiz, on August 22, 2025. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition:
Petitioner sought clarification from the Board as to whether her current situation with the Florida Department of Financial Services (DCF) may prevent her from obtaining a General Contractors License in the State of Florida. Petitioner sought clarification from the Board as to whether this administrative suspension in the insurance field, which is unrelated to construction activities, constitutes a barrier to beginning and completing the process of applying for a General Contractor license under Chapter 489 of the Florida Statutes. The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 51, No. 200, on October 14, 2025, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Boards Order was filed on December 2, 2025. The Board, at its meeting held on November 14, 2025, denied the Petition for Declaratory Statement, finding that the Petitioner’s question is clearly answered in statute as clarified by the Florida Administrative Code and therefore there are no “doubts concerning the applicability of statutory provisions.”
