Although Petitioner cited a different rule, based on the content of the Petition, it appears that Petitioner is seeking a variance and waiver from Rule 64B4-3.0085, F.A.C., which states that prior to changing or adding another qualified supervisor, the registered intern must: request that the new supervisor submit a letter to the Board with the registered intern’s name, the intern’s license number, the supervisor’s name, the supervisor’s license number, and a statement that he or she has agreed to provide supervision to the registered intern; and, receive a communication from the Board indicating its approval of the new supervisor. Petitioner is seeking a variance or waiver of the rule’s strict documentation requirements as they apply to Petitioner’s change of supervisor during her clinical experience and the requirement that her Qualified Supervisor be approved prior to beginning of supervision.
