PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule change is to remove the Okaloosa darter the federal list of protected species under Rule 68A-27.003, F.A.C., maintaining consistency among federal and state lists of protected species. In accordance with 68A-27.0012, F.A.C., the Commission convened a Biological Review Group, which completed a Biological Status Review of the species after it was delisted from the federal Endangered Species Act. The species does not meet state listing criteria and the species will not be added to the list of Candidate Species.
