NOTICE TO PROFESSIONAL CONSULTANTS:
The University of Florida Board of Trustees announces that Professional Services in the discipline of Engineering will be required for the project listed below:
Project: UF-702, Utility Infrastructure Upgrades (University of Florida, main campus – Gainesville)
This project is proposed to address safety, deferred maintenance, capacity, and reliability issues for utility infrastructure serving the core of campus adjacent to current projects at the Ben Hill Griffin Stadium and the Hamilton Center.
A study has been conducted to analyze and inform the selected design team concerning recommendations for improvements to the steam, chilled water, electrical, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, potable water, and reclaimed water distribution, and to the telecommunications infrastructure. These aging systems must be upgraded to support the new projects coming online in the near future, ensuring long-term performance and sustainability for the campus community. Construction must be coordinated with adjacent projects. The results of the study will be shared with the shortlisted design teams.
The estimated construction budget will be determined based on available funding, and will include, but not be limited to, all work described above, all excavation, demolition & prep, roadway connection for circulation to adjacent roads, sidewalks, and connections to distributed utilities. For a better understanding of the magnitude of this project scope, including approximate quantities of materials developed to established what may be required to upgrade the various utilities associated with this project, please refer to the additional project information posted on the Planning, Design & Construction website, linked below. The project will be delivered using the Construction Manager At-Risk method.
The selected firm will provide design, construction documents and construction administration services for the referenced project. Plans and specifications for University of Florida projects are subject to reuse.
Blanket design professional liability insurance will be required from the mechanical, electrical, plumbing, fire protection, structural, and civil engineering consultants for this project and will be provided as a part of Basic Services. The selected applicant will also be required to provide insurance coverage for General Liability, Automotive Liability, and Workers’ Compensation.
Applicants will be evaluated on the basis of their past performance, experience, personnel, design ability, references, workload, and responses to questions posed both in the shortlist and interview phases. The Selection Committee may reject all proposals and stop the selection process at any time.
At the time of application, the applicant and its landscape architectural and engineering consultants must possess current design licenses from the appropriate governing board and be properly registered to practice its profession in the State of Florida. If the applicant is a corporation, it must be chartered by the Florida Department of State to operate in Florida.
Applicants desiring to apply for consideration shall submit a qualifications package only after thoroughly reviewing the project-specific PQS forms, PQS Instructions, Project Fact Sheet, UF Design and Commissioning Services Guide, UF Design and Construction Standards, standard University of Florida Owner-Professional agreement, and other project and process information. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, an applicant may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months.  The selected professional must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant in excess of $15,000.00 in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.
Incomplete proposals will be disqualified.  Submittal materials will not be returned.
