GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) will hold a project open house regarding proposed improvements on North Courtenay Parkway (State Road (S.R.) 3) from Catalina Isle Drive to south of the eastbound ramps for S.R. 528. (FPID no. 453311-1) 

The purpose of these projects is to enhance safety along North Courtenay Parkway by replacing the existing center two-way left turn lane with a raised median to reduce the chances of severe head-on and angle crashes. Median openings and left turn lanes will be provided to accommodate access, and a new traffic signal at Via De La Reina is proposed.
