NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Florida Real Estate Commission has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Steven Ritter on September 25, 2025. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition: 

The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Volume 50, No. 193, of the October 3, 2025, issue of the Florida Administrative Register. Petitioner asked the Commission, “Does a Florida real estate licensee comply with Chapter 475, Florida Statutes, and Rule 61J2, F.A.C., by accepting a builder referral fee disclosed orally and by email to the buyer, where no written acknowledgment was obtained from the buyer, and where the fee is paid solely from the builder’s commission without increasing the buyer’s cost?” The Florida Real Estate Commission considered the Petition at a Videoconference meeting held on November 19, 2025. The Commission’s Order was filed on December 17, 2025. The Commission denied the Petition finding that is apparent that Petitioner has already engaged in the conduct/course of action, and is now asking for an opinion retroactively. Accordingly, the Petition must be denied.
