59A-30.010 Expert Medical Advisor Decertification.

(1) An Expert Medical Advisor shall be decertified for any one of the following:

(a) The physician is removed from the Agency’s list of physicians authorized to provide services to workers’ compensation injured employees.

(b) The physician fails to report a conflict of interest and decline selection in a case assignment as required in Rule 59A-30.004, F.A.C. 

(2) If an Expert Medical Advisor is decertified by the Agency, the physician shall not be eligible for certification as an Expert Medical Advisor in the future.
