PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The Commission is considering revising the rule to add the Wilson’s plover (Anarhynchus wilsonia) and blackbanded sunfish (Enneacanthus chaetodon) to the list of Candidate Species. If added, take of these species would be prohibited without a permit until final Commission action adds these species to the list of Florida Endangered and Threatened Species in Rule 68A-27.003, F.A.C.
