63G-2.008 Capacity.

Each Facility shall develop an overcrowding contingency plan. The plan shall address:

(1) The maximum number of youth the facility is capable of housing safely and securely. If the number of youth in a facility is such that the amount of floor space per child is less than 150 square feet (as identified in Rule 63G-2.003, F.A.C.), the facility shall be considered overcrowded.

(2) Actions to be taken when the facility reaches the identified maximum capacity, shall include requesting release of youth through the court and transferring youth to other facilities if deemed to be in the best interest of safety and security.
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
