63G-2.009 Bedding and Linens.

(1) All mattresses shall be individually certified as meeting national fire safety performance requirements. Polyurethane mattresses shall be prohibited. 

(2) Clean bed linens shall be issued as follows:

(a) All newly admitted youth shall be provided with clean bedding. 

(b) Each youth shall be provided two clean sheets and one clean pillowcase weekly that are of a healthcare grade quality. The linens shall have, at a minimum a 130 thread count. One clean blanket shall be provided weekly as requested by a youth that is of a healthcare grade quality. Blankets shall be a woven blend of a minimum of 25% wool.

(c) Each youth shall be issued one clean towel and one clean hand cloth daily that are of a healthcare grade quality. Towels shall have a minimum rating of 6.0 pounds per dozen and hand cloths shall have a minimum rating of 3.0 pounds per dozen. 
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
