PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The rules are being amended to refine references to statute or administrative code that have changed or been removed. This includes removal of obsolete definitions found in section 18-2.017(20) and (53), F.A.C. and exhibits A and C which directly correlate to the definitions removed. Additionally, statutory references and the term for easements are being updated in section 18-2.018, F.A.C. to reflect current practices. Section 18-2.019, F.A.C., has had all subsections mentioning a state university or Florida college deleted to reflect current state law, other statutory references have also been updated. Laws implemented in all sections have been updated to delete references that are no longer needed or to update the reference.

SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: These rules address the definitions, procedures to obtain authorization, policies, standards, and criteria for evaluating, approving or denying requests to use uplands as they correspond to chapter 18-2, F.A.C., Management of Uplands Vested in the Board of Trustees.
