The Department of Environmental Protection hereby gives notice: that a Consolidated Final Order was issued on April 2, 2026, granting JEA’s Petition for a Variance. The Petition was filed pursuant to Section 120.542, F.S., and was received on June 26, 2025. On July 28, 2025, Petitioner filed a second petition seeking the same relief for a different sampling point. Specifically, Petitioner seeks a variance from paragraph 62-600.660(3)(b), F.A.C., which establishes that flow proportioned, composite samples and compositing periods shall be based on the facility’s staffing requirement; and paragraph 62-600.660(3)(d), F.A.C., which establishes that 24-hour flow proportioned, composite samples shall be used to analyze reclaimed water or effluent for the primary and secondary drinking water standards other than those listed in paragraph 62-600.660(3)(a), F.A.C. Notice of receipt of the June 26, 2025, petition was published in the Florida Administrative Register (F.A.R.) on July 10, 2025. Notice of the July 28, 2025, petition was published in the F.A.R. on August 7, 2026. No public comments regarding either petition were received. The Consolidated Order granted the variance based on a showing that Petitioner demonstrated that a strict application of the rule would result in substantial hardship to Petitioner and because Petitioner demonstrated that it has met the requirements for a variance to Rule 62-600.660, F.A.C.
