Notice of Variances and Waivers

The Construction Industry Licensing Board hereby gives notice: that on April 2, 2026, an Order was filed on the Petition for Variance or Waiver. The Petition was filed by Anthony Beckner, Petitioner. Petitioner sought a variance or waiver from subparagraph 61G4-16.009(1)(b)2., Florida Administrative Code, which states that a candidate shall be required to retake only the tests on which he or she failed to achieve a passing score or failed to appear to take when scheduled. However, a candidate must pass all tests within four years of the first attempt; after which time all past test scores of the candidate shall be considered invalid and he or she shall be required to take all parts of the test as specified in Rule 61G4-16.001, F.A.C. The Petitioner sought a variance or waiver with regards to the testing requirements, as it pertains to the rule.
The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 52, No. 24, on February 5, 2026, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on March 13, 2026 in Fernandina Beach, Florida, denied the Petition for Variance or Waiver, finding that Petitioner has failed to establish that the Board’s application of subparagraph 61G5-16.009(1)(b)2., F.A.C., to the Petitioner’s circumstances would violate the principles of fairness or impose a substantial hardship.
