Compliance with Safety in Private Spaces Act

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The amendment expands the definition of "changing facility" to include youth sleeping rooms in detention centers and residential facilities. Another amendment deletes an obsolete reporting requirement.

SUMMARY: The amendment clarifies and updates the rule that implements the Safety in Private Spaces Act (section 553.865, Florida Statutes).

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 
The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency. 
The Agency has determined that the proposed rule is not expected to require legislative ratification based on the statement of estimated regulatory costs or if no SERC is required, the information expressly relied upon and described herein: The SERC Checklist and current information available to the Department indicates that the statutory threshold for ratification will not be exceeded.

63F-15.001 Compliance with Safety in Private Spaces Act.
(1) Definitions. For purposes of this rule section the following definitions apply: 
(a) Changing Facility – A room in which two or more persons may be in a state of undress in the presence of others, including, but not limited to, a dressing room, youth sleeping room, locker room, or shower room.
(b) through (g) No change. 
(2) through (4) No change.
(5) Each secure detention center and residential commitment facility shall document compliance with this rule and the relevant provisions of section 553.865, F.S., using the Safety in Private Spaces Attestation (OPA-1, August 2023) which is incorporated by reference into this rule and is available at https://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-16159. A new facility must submit the required attestation within 1 year of being established. A facility established prior to July 1, 2023, must submit an attestation no later than April 1, 2024.
