GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: The purpose of this rule development workshop is to develop Restricted Allocation Areas (“RAAs”) for the Sandstone aquifer located in Lehigh Acres and the mid-Hawthorn aquifer located in Cape Coral. During this rule development workshop, staff from the South Florida Water Management District (“District”) will present the draft technical documents for the Sandstone aquifer and the mid-Hawthorn aquifer, and preliminary draft rule language for Rules 40E-2.061, 40E-2.071, 40E-2.091, 40E-3.301, F.A.C., and the “Applicant’s Handbook for Water Use Permit Applications within the South Florida Water Management District” (“AH”). 
The proposed amendment to Rule 40E-3.301, F.A.C., will require compliance with the proposed RAAs for the Sandstone and mid-Hawthorn aquifers in the AH prior to receiving a well construction permit. The effect of the amendment is to require applicants to comply with an additional condition for issuance of permits under Chapter 40E-3, F.A.C.
