Notice of Variances and Waivers

The Emergency Communications Board hereby gives notice: that on April 17, 2026, an Order was filed on the Petition for Variance or Waiver. The Petition was filed by Hernando County, Petitioner, pertaining to Grant #S22-23-01-34. Petitioner sought a variance or waiver from paragraph 60FF1-5.003(2)(a), Florida Administrative Code, and incorporates by reference W Form 3A, “911 Grant Programs” which specifies, Section 8.6 of the grant application form and allows a county to exceed the two-year performance period if the Board authorizes an extension. Petitioner requested from the Board an additional (12) month extension from the date of approval in order to complete the grant implementation; and for any other relief that is just and proper. The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 52, No. 47, on March 10, 2026, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on April 16, 2026, granted the Petition for variance or waiver, finding that the Petitioner has established that the Board’s application of paragraph 8.6 of the “911 Grant Programs” from which is incorporated at paragraph 60FF1-5.003(2)(a), F.A.C, to the Petitioner’s circumstances would violate the principles of fairness or impose a substantial hardship. The Board finds that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the Applicant.
