Project improvements along S.R. 838/Sunrise Boulevard include: replacing the bridge deck with a new solid surface aluminum deck and painting the structural steel; replacing mechanical and electrical bridge components; replacing the existing navigation/marine fenders in the waterway; replacing the reinforced support walls on the south side of the bridge to improve resiliency; renovating the bridge tender house; milling and resurfacing the roadway to ensure long-term resiliency; upgrading existing street light poles with LED fixtures throughout the project corridor to enhance nighttime visibility and pedestrian safety; upgrading curb ramps, signing, and pavement markings to enhance visibility and accessibility.
Construction will begin in June 2026 and is estimated to be completed in Early 2028. The cost is $43.2 million.
