The project’s objectives are to reconstruct the existing Coconut Creek Parkway interchange at Florida’s Turnpike (SR 91). The proposed improvements consist of the following:

- Realigned southbound off-ramp from Florida’s Turnpike to Coconut Creek Parkway with a proposed bridge.
- New southbound on-ramp from Coconut Creek Parkway to Florida’s Turnpike.
- New northbound off-ramp from Florida’s Turnpike to Coconut Creek Parkway.
- Direct connection from Florida’s Turnpike southbound off-ramp to Blount Road using a new bridge.
- Direct connection from Blount Road to Florida’s Turnpike northbound on-ramp.
- New roundabout on Blount Road to connect to Florida’s Turnpike.
- Safety improvements related to signs, pavement markings, signals, lighting, and drainage.

- Shared Use Path on Coconut Creek Parkway from NW 39th Ave to NW 27th Ave.

- Noise walls in qualifying areas.
This meeting will give interested people an opportunity to review the project design and ask questions about the proposed improvements.
