The project identification number is 449814-1-52-01. The proposed improvements along S.R. 704/Royal Palm Way from Four Arts Plaza to South County Road include resurfacing, restoration and rehabilitation of the roadway to extend the life of the existing pavement, enhance safety and improve the quality of ride for the roadway users. The project will enhance the community by improving safety by reconstructing damaged sidewalks and upgrading pedestrian curb ramps to meet ADA criteria.
