Supportive and Intensive Behavior Health Waiver Request

The Agency for Health Care Administration (Agency) is requesting a 1915(b)(1) and (b)(4) waiver authority to establish Supportive and Intensive Behavior Health (SIBH) services. SIBH services will be available statewide to Medicaid recipients age 21 years of age and older, who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless and have a serious mental illness (SMI) diagnosis or substance use disorder (SUD).

The Agency estimates that this waiver will result in an increase of $13,534,520 in federal funds for federal fiscal year (FFY) 2026-27.

The effective date of this waiver request will be October 1, 2026.
