NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Division of Florida Condominiums, Timeshares, and Mobile Homes, Department of Business and Professional Regulation, State of Florida has received the petition for declaratory statement from Maria Carnevali et. al, La Costa Del Mar, Inc. The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of section 718.115, Florida Statutes as it applies to the petitioner.

Petitioner seeks the Division intervene in the assessment structure of the association. Under the governing documents, it imposes a single uniform assessment formula across all units. If a milestone inspection identifies structural failures in a high-rise tower (e.g., concrete spalling or foundation issues), low-rise owners would be legally forced to fund repairs on buildings they do not occupy. This violates section 718.115, F.S. as it provides no proportional benefit to the low-rise units. Case no. 2026-017837.
