The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of section 718.111(7)(a) and (b), Florida Statutes (2025) as it applies to the petitioner.

Petitioner seeks the following clarification (1) Whether section 718.117(7)(a), F.S. requires the Association's board of directors to secure approval of 75 percent of the total voting interests of the Association members to consummate a contract with a third-party company for the sale of the existing lease. (2) Whether section 718.111(7)(b), F.S. gives the Association's board of directors the power to grant a telecommunications easement to a third-party commercial company (not a utility company). (3) Whether an amendment to Southporte One at Jonathan's Landing Condominium Declaration of Condominium "Exhibit E, Article VI, Section 4(a), paragraph 2" and "Exhibit E, Article IV, Section 12(e)" is required to empower a third-party company to lease out the Common Elements of the Condominium property.
