Petitioner is asks the Board for a Declaratory Judgement as to whether his felony conviction will prevent licensure under the following conditions: (1) Completion of all prerequisites for licensure; (2) Ongoing and continued sobriety for 4+ years; (3) Full compliance with probation terms, including drugs & alcohol testing; (4) 5+ years since the felony offense occurred; and (5) Affirmative recommendations from mental health professionals and clergy. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after publication of this notice.
