The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has determined that Lady Lake’s project involving the capacity expansion and rehabilitation of the existing Lady Lake Wastewater Reclamation Facility is not expected to generate controversy over potential environmental effects and will have no significant impact on the floodplain. The total estimated construction cost is $90,415,000. The project may qualify for a Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan composed of federal or state funds.
