The Petition for variance requested a variance from Rule 2.27.2.3, ASME A17.1, 2019 edition, as adopted by 61C-5.001, Florida Administrative Code, that requires an illuminated signal in the elevator lobby at the designated level for a group of elevators or any single elevator, indicating the normal power supply has failed, and standby power is in effect.
