GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: FloridaCommerce is seeking a new provider to administer the Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) in Seminole County. FloridaCommerce will review the submitted applications and make a decision regarding each applicant’s eligibility to provide LIHEAP services to Seminole County.
