Notice of Variances and Waivers

The Board of Clinical Social Work, Marriage and Family Therapy and Mental Health Counseling hereby gives notice: that on June 10, 2026, an Order was filed on the Petition for Variance or Waiver. The Petition was filed by Keioni Betton, Petitioner. Petitioner sought a variance and waiver from Rule 64B4-3.0085(2), F.A.C., which states that an intern is required to identify a qualified supervisor by requesting that the supervisor submit a letter to the Board with the applicant’s name, supervisor’s name, supervisor’s license number, and a statement that he or she has agreed to provide supervision while the applicant is a registered intern. Petitioner sought a permanent variance or waiver to allow for recognition of petitioner’s supervised clinical hours and enable petitioner to proceed toward full licensure without unnecessary duplication of completed work.

The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 51, No. 88, on May 6, 2025, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on May 15, 2025, denied the Petition for variance or waiver, finding that the Petitioner has failed to establish that the Board’s application of Rule 64B4-3.0085, F.A.C., to the Petitioner’s circumstances would violate the principles of fairness or impose a substantial hardship.
