GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: The Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission is considering establishing regulations specific to the harvest of cownose rays in Florida state and federal waters and is holding a virtual public workshop to gather public input. Currently, there are no regulations specific to cownose rays, meaning harvesters with a recreational saltwater fishing license may retain up to 100 pounds per day, and there are no limits for harvesters with a commercial Saltwater Products License. FWC staff are seeking input on potential regulations for cownose ray, including harvest, possession, and transportation limits; allowed gear; licensing; and purchase or sale requirements. Rule changes under consideration include a recreational bag and possession limit of 2 cownose rays per person or per vessel, whichever is less, and a commercial bag and possession limit of 20 cownose rays per commercial harvester or per vessel, whichever is less.

During the virtual workshop, staff will deliver a presentation providing an overview of cownose rays in Florida, the purpose of establishing regulations, and potential rules. Public feedback gathered during this workshop will be considered in developing rule recommendations for the Commission to consider at the August 2026 meeting.
