State Plan Amendment

The Agency for Health Care Administration is requesting an amendment to Florida’s Title XIX Medicaid State Plan (State Plan) for Inpatient Hospital Reimbursement. This amendment updates Diagnosis Related Group reimbursement rates for hospital inpatient services, as authorized in the General Appropriations Act for State Fiscal Year 2026-2027, and includes technical and editorial changes. This amendment will update policy adjustors and will have no federal fiscal impact federal fiscal year (FFY) 2025-2026 or FFY 2026-2027. 
Additionally, this amendment will make technical and editorial changes for Graduate Medical Education (GME) program authorized in the General Appropriations Act for State Fiscal Year 2026-2027, adding additional funding for certain participating providers.  This amendment to the State Plan will have a federal fiscal impact with an expected increase of $2,318,489 in federal funds for federal fiscal year (FFY) 2025-2026, an expected increase of $9,086,138 in federal funds for FFY 2026-2027, and an expected decrease of $563,458 in federal funds for FFY 2027-2028. The effective date for the amendments will be July 1, 2026.
