STATE PLAN AMENDMENT

The Agency for Health Care Administration is requesting an amendment to Florida’s Title XIX Medicaid State Plan (State Plan) for the Long-Term Care Reimbursement Plan. The amendment updates provisions authorized in the General Appropriations Act for State Fiscal Year 2026-2027, providing an increase in nursing home reimbursements. The amendment makes technical and editorial changes to the Quality Incentive Program Payment Pool percentage and Quality Score Threshold percentage. The amendment to the State Plan will have a federal fiscal impact with an expected increase of $1,524,459 for federal fiscal year (FFY) 2025-2026, an expected increase of $4,135,338 for FFY 2026-2027, and an expected decrease of $1,752,158 for FFY 2027-2028.  The effective date for this amendment will be July 1, 2026.
