65G-2.006 Licensed Capacity.

(1) The Agency shall determine the number of clients a facility may accommodate. This number shall be the authorized maximum licensed capacity of the facility.

(2) The licensed capacity of a facility shall be determined on the basis of the size of the physical facility in accordance with applicable standards and applicable fire, sanitation, and other relevant local codes and regulations.

(3) The clients to be served by a facility shall be determined on the basis of construction, design and use of the facility, the type of programs and services offered by the facility, the number and qualifications of the personnel of the facility, and the level of care and services needed by clients.

(4) If an operator wishes to increase the capacity of his/her facility, he/she shall notify the Area Administrator or his/her designee in writing 30 days prior to the proposed change. The facility shall be resurveyed and a new license may be issued setting forth the new maximum capacity.
