69K-15.002 Associate of Arts Degree in Mortuary Science.

(1) The term “associate of arts degree in mortuary science,” as used in Section 497.373(1), F.S., shall be deemed and construed to mean an associate of arts, associate of science or associate of applied science degree obtained after successful completion of a course of study at a school or college accredited by the American Board of Funeral Service Education, regional association of colleges and schools recognized by the United States Department of Education, or other colleges and schools as approved by the Department which require a minimum of either 60 semester or 90 quarter hours of study to successfully complete.

(2) A person who holds an associate degree or higher degree from a college or university accredited by a regional association of colleges and schools recognized by the United States Department of Education and is a graduate of at least a one-year course in mortuary science offered by a school or college approved by the American Board of Funeral Service Education, or by this Board, is deemed to have completed educational requirements equivalent to the associate degree in mortuary science as used in Section 497.373(1), F.S.
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
