69K-17.0035 Education Required for Operational Personnel and Non-Licensed Individuals.

(1) All unlicensed operational personnel affiliated with a direct disposal establishment, cinerator facility, removal service, refrigeration facility, or centralized embalming facility, and unlicensed persons who will be involved in the removal or transportation of human remains for a funeral establishment, direct disposal establishment, or cinerator facility must successfully complete one course approved by the Board on communicable diseases, within 10 days after the date they become operational personnel for any entity that is licensed/registered under Chapter 497, F.S. Additionally, all non-licensed persons who will be involved in the removal or transportation of human remains for a funeral establishment must also successfully complete one Board approved course on communicable diseases. The course shall consist of two (2) hours which may include video-cassette courses, or other types of audio, video, or alternative nonclassroom courses to fulfill the continuing education requirements. Each person shall complete a post course test with 75% correct score, to be graded by the course provider. All persons shall maintain documentation as proof of meeting this health and safety education requirement as a condition of employment with any establishment, facility or service regulated under Chapter 497, F.S.

(2) Courses approved pursuant to paragraph 69K-17.0042(3)(c), F.A.C., are also approved for this purpose.
