62-18.050 Location of Microphone.

For vehicles measured on the highway, the microphone shall be located at a height of not less than 2 feet nor more than 6 feet above the plane of the roadway surface and not less than 3 1/2 feet above the surface upon which the microphone stands. The standard distance from the microphone to the center of the lane of travel of vehicles measured on the highway shall be 50 feet. The actual distance may range from 26 to 118 feet, based on correction factors which are to be applied to meter readings to correct them to the standard distance, as shown in Table 1.
