11G-2.002 Identification.

(1) The body shall be identified as soon as possible. If necessary to make an identification, the medical examiner shall:

(a) Photograph and record a detailed description of the body; clothing, and personal effects;
(b) Obtain complete skeletal x-rays;
(c) Create thorough dental charts and x-rays;
(d) Retain samples for possible DNA profiling; and

(e) Obtain a complete set of fingerprints, if possible, and these shall be forwarded to the Department by the medical examiner or through the investigating law enforcement agency.

(2) In all cases, a photograph of the face shall be taken. 
(3) The medical examiner shall retain unidentified remains and preserve them in accordance with the law.

(4) In the case of apparent criminal homicide, the medical examiner shall take all actions necessary so that he can testify to the identity of the deceased.
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
