65H-2.001 Purpose.
(1) The purpose of these rules is to establish the minimum standards and procedures for the provision of intervention and assessment of individuals who have committed a domestic violence offense and for the approval of persons wishing to provide intervention and assessment services to these individuals.

(2) The purpose of a certified batterer intervention program shall be to provide the justice system with standardized programming to further the safety of victims and their children and to hold the perpetrators of domestic violence accountable for their acts. Batterer intervention programs are part of a coordinated community response and serve only as an additional tool that the community can use to hold batterers accountable. Courts should use batterer intervention programs in addition to, not instead of, appropriate legal sanctions such as jail, probation, restitution, fine or a combination of these.

(3) The purpose of a certified assessor shall be to determine if the batterer who has been referred to a batterer intervention program should also be referred for further evaluation.
