59A-4.200 Definitions.

(1) Agency means the Agency for Health Care Administration.

(2) Panel means the Panel on Excellence in Long Term Care.

(3) Parent company means an entity that owns, leases, or through any other device controls a group of two or more health care facilities or at least one health care facility and any other business. A related party management company is considered to be a parent company.

(4) Region means a geographical area of the state of Florida defined by a list of counties reflected by the agency’s 11 inspection regions. The regions are defined, as part of the Nursing Home Guide Performance Measures Algorithm, July 2000 which is incorporated by reference. (5) Quality of Care score means all of the  parameters included in the Nursing Home Guide that reflect the results of the overall inspection. These parameters are defined in the Nursing Home Guide Performance Measures Algorithm, July 2000, as specified in Rule 59A-4.165, F.A.C.
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
