64B15-14.011 Qualifications of Physicians Who Evaluate and Treat Sex Offenders. 
(1) Before a physician may evaluate or treat sex offenders pursuant to Chapters 947 and 948, F.S., as a “qualified practitioner”, as defined in Section 947.005(9) or 948.001, F.S., the physician shall, at a minimum:

(a) Hold an active license under Chapter 459, F.S.; and 

(b) Demonstrate coursework, training, qualifications, and experience through the completion of training from a four (4)-year psychiatric residency program accredited by the ACGME or AOA.

(2) As a condition of biennial licensure renewal, a physician who evaluates or treats sex offenders as a “qualified practitioner,” as defined in Section 947.005(9) or 948.001(6), F.S., must complete a minimum of two (2) of the forty (40) hours of required Continued Medical Education on a topic involving the evaluation or treatment of sexual disorders as defined in DSM IV R published by the American Psychiatric Association.  

(3) Physicians licensed under Chapter 459, F.S., who had been treating patients defined as sex offenders, as of January 1, 2006, will continue to be qualified practitioners as defined in Section 947.005(9) or 948.001(6), F.S.
