60H-1.022 Prior Approval of Space Need.

The Division shall not authorize any agency to enter into a lease agreement in a privately owned building when suitable space is available in a state owned or other publicly owned building located in the same geographic region, unless the agency files with the Bureau a statement explaining why the public space does not fit the needs of the agency. If the Division director approves the request, the agency may then proceed to:

(1) Negotiate a lease for space in a state owned or other publicly owned building.

(2) Negotiate a lease for private sector space of less than 5,000 square feet.

(3) Issue competitive solicitations in accordance with Chapter 255, F.S., and this chapter, in a privately owned building. The term “state owned or other publicly owned building” as used in this section means any state owned or other publicly owned facility regardless of use or control.

(4) Negotiate a lease of any size for the purpose of providing care and living space for persons.
