62-346.050 Permits Required.

(1) Unless an activity qualifies for an exemption under Rule 62-346.051, F.A.C., or a noticed general permit under Chapter 62-341, F.A.C., an individual permit under this chapter must be obtained from the Department prior to the construction, alteration, operation maintenance or repair (excluding routine custodial maintenance), abandonment, or removal of a stormwater management system. This includes all applications for conceptual approval permits. Applications for individual permits will be reviewed and acted upon in accordance with subsection 62-346.090(2), F.A.C.

(2) Activities qualify for a noticed general permit if they meet the criteria in Chapter 62-341, F.A.C. Noticed general permits will be reviewed and acted upon in accordance with subsection 62-346.090(1), F.A.C.

(3) In addition to any permits required under this chapter, dredging and filling in, on, or over surface waters of the state remain subject to the requirements of Chapter 62-312, F.A.C., including the need to obtain a separate permit under that chapter until the effective date of the rules adopted under Section 373.4145(1)(b), F.S.

(4) Permits for construction or alteration must be converted to an operation and maintenance phase in accordance with Rule 62-346.095, F.A.C.
