62-17.093 Preliminary Statements of Issues.

The preliminary statements of the agencies should address issues related to the certification of the facility but not the completeness of information provided in the application. The preliminary statements should identify any apparent inconsistencies with the agency’s applicable nonprocedural requirements, the necessity for variances and other forms of regulatory relief, the use of lands or works of an agency, and any other major issues of concern to the agency. The preliminary statement should be a brief synopsis of the agency’s issues rather than a full report. Detailed explanations of the agency’s issues shall be provided in the agency report required under Section 403.507(2), F.S.
