61G18-14.003 Endorsement Definitions.

The term “Has demonstrated, in a manner designated by rule of the Board, knowledge of the laws and rules governing the practice of veterinary medicine in this state” shall mean that the applicant has successfully completed the laws and rules portion of the exam. However, for purposes of obtaining a temporary license pursuant to Section 474.2125, F.S., in an emergency situation as defined in Section 252.34(4), F.S., the applicant shall prepare and attach to the application, a statement that the veterinarian has read Chapters 474, 455, 465, 499, 585, 828, and 893, F.S., Rule Chapter 61G18, F.A.C., and the “Practitioner’s Manual, 2006 Edition” published by the Drug Enforcement Administration of the Department of Justice. The statement shall contain the following acknowledgment: Whoever knowingly makes a false statement in writing with the intent to mislead a public servant in the performance of his or her official duty shall be guilty of a misdemeanor of the second degree, punishable as provided in Section 775.082 or 775.083, F.S.
