5C-28.001 Dogs and Cats – Intrastate Transfer of Ownership.

(1) Prior to the transfer of ownership by sale of a dog or cat within this state, the owner, broker or transferor of the dog or cat shall first obtain an official certificate of veterinary inspection which meets the requirements of Section 828.29, F.S., and utilizes the form DACS-09085 (Rev. 07/08), Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection for Intrastate Sale of a Dog or Cat, adopted in Rule 5C-27.001, F.A.C.

(2) As evidence of compliance with subsection (1) of this rule, the original of DACS-09085, Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection for Intrastate Sale of a Dog or Cat, shall be provided to the owner or agent to whom ownership is being transferred.

(3) County-operated or city-operated animal control agencies and registered nonprofit humane organizations are exempt from this rule.
