61E14-4.004 Reactivation Continuing Education.

(1) As a condition for reactivating an inactive or delinquent license, an inactive status licensee shall be required to satisfactorily complete ten (10) classroom hours of continuing education instruction of 50 minutes each for each year or any portion of a year the license was inactive. Two (2) hours shall consist of the legal update seminar for the year in which the licensee is reactivating. The remaining hours of reactivation continuing education may be in any of the areas described in Rule 61E14-4.004, F.A.C., as appropriate.

(2) Notwithstanding subsection (1) of this rule, no inactive status licensee shall be required to satisfactorily complete more than twenty (20) classroom hours of continuing education, at least 50% of which must have been completed within the year prior to application for reactivation, in order to reactivate a license.
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
