6A-23.007 Hearings.

(1) Upon denial by the Bureau of request for approval of an apprentice program, the applicant shall have the opportunity for a public hearing on the said denial. Notice of denial by the Bureau shall be by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested. A request for hearing shall be made (postmarked) within fifteen (15) work days of receipt of the notice of denial. Hearings shall either be conducted by the Division Director or, upon request of the Division Director, by a hearing officer assigned from the Department of Administration, Division of Administrative Hearings, as provided in Chapter 120, F.S. In either case, the Administration Commission model rules of procedure shall govern.

(2) Deregistration hearings shall either be conducted by the Division Director, or, upon request of the Division Director, by a hearing officer assigned from the Department of Administration, Division of Administrative Hearings, as provided in Chapter 120, F.S. In either case, the Administration Commission model rules of procedure shall govern.
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
