25-4.074 Intercept Service.

(1) Numbers that are changed coincident with the issuance of a new directory are not subject to the requirements of this rule.

(2) Intercept service shall be provided for non-working, non assigned, and changed numbers until assigned, re-assigned, or no longer listed in the directory.

(3) Subscriber lines which are temporarily disconnected for nonpayment of bills shall be placed on intercept.

(4) Intercept service shall be provided for calls to invalid numbers.

(5) Intercept service or alternative routing to a default number shall be provided for the universal emergency telephone number “911” in central offices where the number is inoperable. The intercept service may be automated with a message indicating the “911” emergency number is inoperable in that area and to consult the directory for the appropriate emergency number or if a directory is not available to dial operator for assistance.
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
