Notice of Declaratory Statement

The Construction Industry Licensing Board hereby gives notice of the issuance of an Order regarding the Petition for Declaratory Statement for Ronald R. Posey. The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 35, No. 7, of the February 20, 2009, Florida Administrative Weekly. The Board considered the Petition at a duly-noticed public meeting held on April 10, 2009. The petition requested the Board’s interpretation of Sections 489.103(3), 489.105(3)(m), Florida Statutes, and whether the Petitioner is generally exempt from construction industry licensing requirements pursuant to Section 489.103(6), Florida Statutes, for installing a back flow device on the water meter on private property on the customers side of the water meter an installing an expansion relief device; and for replacing an existing back flow device on private property on the customer’s side of the water meter; and whether Petitioner is acting as a “plumbing contractor” as defined by Section 489.105(3)(m), Florida Statutes.
The Board’s Order, filed on May 28, 2009 answers the Petition for Declaratory Statement. Section 489.105(3)(m), Florida Statutes, provides that the installation and repair work described are within the scope of a plumbing contractor. The exemption in Section 489.103(3), Florida Statutes, applies to work on government and government controlled property and the exemption does not permit the city to perform any work on private property between the water meter and the dwelling pursuant to such exemption.
