61G17-4.001 Written Examination Designated; General Requirements.

(1) The examination shall consist of the following:

(a) National:

1. Principles and Practice Examination prepared by the National Council of Examiners for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES); 

2. Fundamentals Examination prepared by the National Council of Examiners for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES); 

(b) Florida:

Florida Jurisdictional Multiple Choice Examination prepared by the Department or Board designee. 

(2) Re-examination in the Principles and Practice Examination and the Fundamentals Examination will not be required for licensure if the applicant has successfully completed those NCEES portions previously; however, the Florida Jurisdictional Examinations will be required of all applicants. 

(3) Only a non-annotated copy of Chapters 95, 161, 177, 455, 472 and 718, F.S., Section 287.055, F.S. and Chapters 62B-33 and 61G17, F.A.C., are permitted at the Florida examination testing site. Programmable and non-programmable calculators are permitted so long as they are: hand-held, silent, battery-operated or solar powered, non-printing, self-contained, and without auxiliary memory capabilities, video screens, or peripheral equipment. All such materials including pens and pencils are to be furnished by the applicant. Applicants should come equipped with ordinary drawing instruments. 

(4) National examination security requirements as set forth by the NCEES shall be followed throughout the administration of the NCEES Principles and Practice Examination and the NCEES Fundamentals Examination.
