68B-21.005 Size Limits.

(1) It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to kill, harvest or possess any snook that measures less than 28 inches or greater than 32 inches in total length in the Atlantic Region and less than 28 inches or greater than 33 inches in the Gulf Region.

(2) All snook harvested from Florida and federal waters shall be landed in a whole condition. The possession of snook whether taken within or without the state, that have been deheaded, sliced, divided, filleted, ground, skinned, scaled, or deboned is prohibited. Mere evisceration or “gutting” of snook, or mere removal of gills from snook, before landing is not prohibited. Preparation of snook for immediate consumption on board the vessel from which the fish were caught is not prohibited.
